 Keystone STARS – additional supports to improve the quality of child care 
programs for all children, regardless of their family income

 Child Care Works – additional resources to assure access to quality child care for 
low-income working families.

3. Have your parents write about what it 
means to have their children in a high-
quality early childhood program; share 
their vision and hope for their child’s future.
