This week the House Republican leader held a press conference to release his caucus’ priorities 
for education funding in the budget.

What's Happening Next? 
The House and Senate are in recess until April 16th and then will be back in the district on 
Thursdays and Fridays through April and will recess for primary elections in May.  
  
This is the perfect time to set up a district office visit with your legislator! 
Legislators’ schedules are really filling up.  They will be quite busy for the next several 
months, so please act now and set up a time to visit your legislator’s local office and talk 
about pre-K.   
  
Remember - If you’ve have any kind of contact with a legislator or legislative staff person, please 
record your communication using our online survey tool. Any kind of communication that elicited a 
response can be recorded in the survey tool.  For example, if you visited a legislator in his office, 
or spoke to a legislator on the phone, or even sent a letter or e-mail about pre-K - provided you 
received a response from the legislator - can be recorded.
